A small avalanche (15ft wide, 1-2ft deep) was triggered from 100 ft away on 12/15 at the divide between Sage
and Carrot Basins in the Taylor Fork. It broke beneath the recent storm snow. 

6 other slides broke naturally during the storm along the Sage Basin ridge line. These slides broke 2-3 ft deep
beneath the storm snow and ran 50-100 ft.
